This “annual” gathering
of congregational representatives (Jim Raabe and Diana Schneider from Zion this
year), pastors, and other leaders will likely soon be moving to meeting every 2 or
even 3 years. This will help us save costs (It's expensive to host these business
meetings.) and perhaps focus on offering more experiential types of events that
might involve more people.

This year’s assembly was intentionally short and only a small amount of actual
business was conducted. Probably the biggest item was voting to allow up to 3 years
between Synod Assemblies.

Zion Lutheran is a supporting member of the Wheelhouse - a missional service that
intends to provide bicycles and build relationships with those in need. Primary
beneficiaries of this mission are those in our community and surrounding areas with
limited income who need transportation to work, errands, appointments, etc. In
addition, bikes are being giving to youth programs to use as incentives for the
population they serve.

Wheelhouse receives used and donated bicycles from individuals, bike drives, and
organizations. The Salvation Army serves as a drop-off point. A team of volunteers
assess the bikes for safe use and make the repairs necessary, working out of space
at the EIm Street Church of the Brethren on East EIm Street.

The need for a bike is determined by selected social agencies and church missions
which then make referrals to The Wheelhouse through a common application form.
Zion has been reaching out to those who attend our monthly community dinners.
There are currently 7 other churches who are supporting this mission: Market Street
Presbyterian, Trinity Methodist, EIm Street Church of the Brethren, and Ebenezer,
Pike, and Salem Mennonite Churches.

As of the end of April, 63 bicycles have been given to individuals in the community
and another 18 clients are on a waiting list. Twenty-seven bikes have gone to Youth
agencies.

Of course the success of this mission is dependent on funding - to purchase bike
parts, helmets, and locks. The approximate cost of repairing one bike, purchasing a
helmet and a lock is $30. If you would like to become a “Pedal Partner” by making a
tax-deductible donation, please complete the form on Page 15 or contact me at
419-224-9951 or schneider.diana@rocketmail.com.

Martin Luther's Small Catechism -“ Cat ec hi s m”

In his letters and sermons Luther often us the Latinwordc at e ¢ h.iFeomu s
the Greek, it means a ringing out, an announcing, a calling down to man by

God. Through its use in the Church, it had come to mean a method of teaching
Biblical truth, especially orally.

What Luther meantby c a t e c was rsoti'so much a book as a collection of
teachings. For him it was the whole body of doctrine which had been distilled
and taught throughout the ages, with Christ as the central focus.

In Luther’s day the common meaning of “catechism” was a manual used by a
teacher to give oral instruction to a pupil. Philip Melanchthon is often cited,
perhaps wrongly, for suggesting that the word meant a question-and-answer
method. Early editions of Luther’s catechism included in the title the word

e n c hi fthe Greek for a manual or handbook.

Beginning in 1516, Luther expanded his catechetical work according to the
insights he had gained in the struggles with Rome. In 1518 he published, as a
poster, “A Short Explanation of the Ten Commandments.” In 1519 he
published catechetical sermons about the Lord’s Prayer. In 1520 e published
an explanation of the Creed and instituted a two-week series of ten catechetical
sermons, four days a week, plus Sundays. Thus he laid the groundwork for the
Small Catechism. He encouraged friends like Justus Jonas and Johann
Agricola to do the same, as a team effort in catechetics.
